Prayers of Intercession

The prayers are prepared locally for each
occasion. The following examples may be
adapted or used as appropriate.

Trusting in God’s extraordinary love,
let us come near to the Holy One in
prayer.

A brief silence.

For the church and its leaders, we
pray. Uphold all deacons, pastors,
and bishops who serve and teach
your people (national, synodical, and
local leaders may be named). Awaken in
your church a spirit of invitation that
reaches ever outward. Merciful God,
receive our prayer.

For the well-being of creation and its
inhabitants, we pray. Stir in us rever-
ent awe for the beauty of the natural
world, for oceans and lakes, rivers
and streams, forests and deserts (local
places may be named). Merciful God,
receive our prayer.

For the nations and peoples of the
world, we pray. Sustain the efforts of
those who pursue justice and equity
for all. Defend and accompany all
immigrants and refugees and all who
are persecuted for their ethnic origin
or religious beliefs. Merciful God,
receive our prayer.

Preparing for Next Week

For all who suffer in body, mind, or
spirit, we pray. Be present with those
who live in isolation or fear, espe-
cially those who are incarcerated
or detained. Comfort all who are
sick or grieving (especially). Merciful
God,

receive our prayer.

For this congregation and its min-
istries, we pray. Prepare children,
teachers, and youth ministry di-
rectors for a new year of learning.
Embolden our witness to invite oth-
ers to the table. Merciful God,
receive our prayer.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

For all the saints who confessed
God’s name (especially Augustine,
Bishop of Hippo, and Moses the Black),
we give thanks. May we cling to the
promise of our risen Savior, Jesus
Christ, the same yesterday, today,
and forever. Merciful God,

receive our prayer.

Receive the prayers of your children,
merciful God, and hold us forever
in your steadfast love; through Jesus
Christ, our holy Wisdom.

First Reading Proverbs 25:6-7

life. Today’s reading is aboutl humility.

Second Reading

Hebrews 13:1-8, 15-16

The conclusion of the letter to the Hebrews contains suggestions for the conduct of a
holy life, all of which are shaped by God’s love toward us in Jesus Christ.

Let mutual love continue. *Do not
neglect to show hospitality to strang-
ers, for by doing that some have
entertained angels without know-
ing it. *Remember those who are in
prison, as though you were in pris-
on with them; those who are being
tortured, as though you yourselves
were being tortured. ‘Let marriage
be held in honor by all, and let the
marriage bed be kept undefiled; for
God will judge fornicators and adul-
terers. "Keep your lives free from the
love of money, and be content with
what you have; for he has said, “I will
never leave you or forsake you.” °So
we can say with confidence,

Gospel

“The Lord is my helper;
I will not be afraid.

What can anyone do to me?”

‘Remember your leaders, those
who spoke the word of God to you;
consider the outcome of their way
of life, and imitate their faith. ¥Jesus
Christ is the same yesterday and
today and forever. "Through him,
then, let us continually offer a sac-
rifice of praise to God, that is, the
fruit of lips that confess his name.
“Do not neglect to do good and to
share what you have, for such sacri-
fices are pleasing to God.

Luke 14:1, 7-14

Jesus observes guests jockeying for position at the table. He uses the opportunity to
teach his hearers to choose humility rather than self-exaltation. Jesus also makes an
appeal for hosts to imitate God’s gracious hospitality to those in need.

On one occasion when Jesus was
going to the house of a leader of the
Pharisees to eat a meal on the sab-
bath, they were watching him closely.

"When he noticed how the guests
chose the places of honor, he told
them a parable. **When you are in-
vited by someone to a wedding ban-
quet, do not sit down at the place
of honor, in case someone more
distinguished than you has been
invited by your host; *and the host
who invited both of you may come
and say to you, ‘Give this person
your place,” and then in disgrace you
would start to take the lowest place.
""But when you are invited, go and
sit down at the lowest place, so that
when your host comes, he may say to

you, ‘Friend, move up higher’; then
you will be honored in the presence
of all who sit at the table with you.
"For all who exalt themselves will
be humbled, and those who humble
themselves will be exalted.”

2He said also to the one who had
invited him, “When you give a lun-
cheon or a dinner, do not invite your
friends or your brothers or your rela-
tives or rich neighbors, in case they
may invite you in return, and you
would be repaid. "But when you
give a banquet, invite the poor, the
crippled, the lame, and the blind.
"And you will be blessed, because
they cannot repay you, for you will
be repaid at the resurrection of the
righteous.”
