Provide
comfort and strength, and nurture
sustained wholeness for the future.
Lord, in your mercy,

receive our prayer.

Reforming God, fill this congrega-
tion with your presence. Enrich our
seasonal preparations, and bless
the efforts by worship committees,
music ensembles, staff, clergy, and
lay leaders as they work in the weeks
ahead. Lord, in your mercy,

receive our prayer.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

Reassuring God, we remember
those who have died and rest in
you. Guide us in deep gratitude for
their life, and allow us to learn from
their faithful witness. Lord, in your
mercy,

receive our prayer.

Savior of the nations, come, and
receive these prayers and the pleas
of our hearts, in the name of Jesus
Christ.

I thank my God every time I remem-
ber you, *constantly praying with joy
in every one of my prayers for all of
you, °because of your sharing in the
gospel from the first day until now.
5T am confident of this, that the one
who began a good work among you
will bring it to completion by the day
of Jesus Christ. "It is right for me to
think this way about all of you, be-
cause you hold me in your heart, for
all of you share in God’s grace with
me, both in my imprisonment and
in the defense and confirmation of

how I long for all of you with the
compassion of Christ Jesus. And
this is my prayer, that your love may
overflow more and more with knowl-
edge and full insight to help you to
determine what is best, so that in the
day of Christ you may be pure and
blameless, ""having produced the
harvest of righteousness that comes
through Jesus Christ for the glory
and praise of God.

Luke 3:1-6

John the Baptist is a herald of Jesus, whose way is prepared by “repentance for the
forgiveness of sins.” As we hear the careful record of human leaders, we sense the
spectrum of political and religious authority that will be challenged by this coming

Lord.

In the fifteenth year of the reign
of Emperor Tiberius, when Pontius
Pilate was governor of Judea, and
Herod was ruler of Galilee, and his
brother Philip ruler of the region
of Ituraea and Trachonitis, and
Lysanias ruler of Abilene, *during
the high priesthood of Annas
and Caiaphas, the word of God
came to John son of Zechariah
in the wilderness. *He went into
all the region around the Jordan,
proclaiming a baptism of repentance
for the forgiveness of sins, *as it is
written in the book of the words of
the prophet Isaiah,

“The voice of one crying out in
the wilderness:
‘Prepare the way of the Lord,
make his paths straight.
Every valley shall be filled,
and every mountain and hill
shall be made low,
and the crooked shall be made
straight,
and the rough ways made
smooth;
Sand all flesh shall see the
salvation of God.”
